e Coordinate the daily administration of the school tuckshop, supervise tuckshop staff and provide quality customer
service to students, clients and staff through professional, timely and cost effective tuckshop services.

The Tuckshop Convenor is employed by the Parents and Citizens Association and will report to the President of the
Parents and Citizens Association.

Your role

Appointments in the public sector are merit-based and will be assessed by looking at what you have done
previously—the knowledge, skills and experience you have built, your potential for development, and your personal
qualities.

Responsibilities include:
e Coordinate the daily operation of the school tuckshop and oversee the preparation of food and counter services.

o Identify stock requirements and place orders with appropriate vendors on a regular basis, ensuring maximum
earning potential.

e Participate in regular stocktake, recording and reporting processes.

e Maintain accurate and appropriate records for the tuckshop and associated catering operations including filing
of ordering, receipt and associated documentation.

e Coordinate the establishment and maintenance of a network of community volunteers to assist with the provision
of a quality school tuckshop service.

e Deliver a quality service to students and customers through approved marketing arrangements.
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e Ensure food storage and handling is appropriate, hygienic and in accordance with the standards outlined by
health controlling authorities within relevant legislation and regulations.

e Provide effective supervision and appropriate training and assistance to tuckshop employees and volunteers in
the performance of their roles, including preparation and naotification of rosters.

e Observe Workplace Health and Safety Practices to ensure that the tuckshop and equipment is operated and
maintained in a safe and hygienic manner, and display emergency procedures in a prominent location.

e Oversee cash handling and related security processes, operate a cash register, collect monies and balance
funds at the end of the day

Other responsibilities (as required)

e Other suitable duties, consistent with the duties and responsibilities of the position as directed by the supervisor
or nominated delegate.
